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Preliminary Findings
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Trends Across Both Cultures

e Instructor comfort level positively correlated with using 3rd party sexual
educators

* 0% report orgasm during first sexual encounter

o 77% of participants faked at least one orgasm
— to stop the intercourse, for partner‘s pleasure

» Popular adjectives to describe first intercourse
 painful, awkward, fast/quick/rushed

e Most popular source of information: Friends
