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Colorful Water Art 
Make colorful artwork with markers, water, and absorbent material! 

Materials Needed: 

Coffee filter (or paper towel), washable markers, scissors, 
water, eye dropper or spray bottle, tray or towel.  
Optional:  hole punch, yarn. 

Instructions: 

Step 1: Cut a coffee filter or paper towel into 
sections. Choose two or three marker colors and 
draw a design. 
Hint: This works best if you choose one primary color 
(red, yellow, blue) and one secondary color (purple, 
green, orange). 

Step 2: Place your drawing on a tray or towel. 
Use an eye dropper or spray bottle to drop water 
on your design. What happens to the ink as it 
mixes with the water and moves through the 
paper? How does your design change?  

Step 3: Draw more designs! Experiment with 
different colors, patterns, and amounts of water.
